Apolytikion of the Resurrection-Tone 4 
Having learned the joyful message of the resur-
rection from the angels, the women disciples of 
the Lord cast from them their parental condem-
nation, and proudly brought the news to the 
apostles saying, "Death has been spoiled. Christ 
God is risen, granting the world Great Mercy.ò 

Apolytikion of Mid-Pentecost-Tone 8 
At mid-feast give Thou my thirsty soul to drink 
of the waters of piety; for Thou, O Savior, didst 
cry out to all: Whosoever is thirsty let him come 
to Me and drink. Wherefore, O Well-spring of 
life Christ our God, glory to Thee! 

Apolytikion for St. Andrew-Tone 4 
O Andrew first-called of the Apostles, brother of 
Peter the first-enthroned, intercede with the 
Master of all to grant peace to the world and 
great mercy to our souls.

Immortal One, yet didst Thou destroy the power 
of Hades, and didst arise as victor, O Christ 
God, calling to the myrrh-bearing women, Re-
joice, and giving peace unto Thine Apostles, O 
Thou Who dost grant resurrection to the fallen.

The Reading from the Acts  
of the Pure and Saintly Apostles  

(11:19-30)  
In those days, when the apostles were scattered 
because of the tribulation that arose over Ste-
phen, they traveled as far as Phoenicia and Cy-
prus and Antioch, speaking the word to no one, 
except to Jews only. But there were some of 
them, men of Cyprus and Cyrene, who upon 
coming to Antioch spoke to the Hellenists also, 
preaching the Lord Jesus. And the hand of the 
Lord was with them, and a great number that 
believed turned to the Lord. The report concern-
ing them reached the ears of the church in Jeru-
salem, and they sent out Barnabas, to go as far 
out as Antioch. When he came and saw the 
grace of God, he was glad; and he exhorted them 
all, that with purpose of heart they should cleave 
to the Lord; for he was a good man, full of the 
Holy Spirit and of faith. And a great multitude 
was added unto the Lord. Then Barnabas went 
to Tarsus to look for Saul; and when he had 
found him, he brought him to Antioch. For a 
whole year, they were gathered together in the 
church, and they taught a great multitude of 
people, and the disciples were called Christians 
first in Antioch. Now in these days prophets 
came down from Jerusalem to Antioch. And one 
of them named Agabos stood up and signified 
by the Spirit that there would be a great famine 
over the whole world; and this took place in the 
days of Claudius Caesar. And the disciples, every 
one according to his ability, determined to send 
relief to the brethren who dwelt in Judaea; and 
they did so, sending it to the elders by the hand 
of Barnabas and Saul.    

 The Reading from the Holy Gospel  
according to St. John 

(4:5-42)  
At that time, Jesus came to a city of Samaria, 
called Sychar, near the field that Jacob gave to 
his son Joseph. Jacobôs well was there, and so 
Jesus, wearied as He was with his journey, sat 
down beside the well. It was about the sixth 
hour. There came a woman of Samaria to draw 
water. Jesus said to her, ñGive Me a drink.ò For 
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 His Disciples had gone away into the city to buy 
food. The Samaritan woman said to Him, ñHow 
is it that Thou, a Jew, ask a drink of me, a wom-
an of Samaria?ò For Jews have no dealings with 
Samaritans. Jesus answered her, ñIf you knew 
the gift of God, and Who it is that is saying to 
you, óGive Me a drink,ô you would have asked 
Him, and He would have given you living wa-
ter.ò The woman said to Him, ñSir, Thou hast 
nothing to draw with, and the well is deep; 
where do you get that living water? Art Thou 
greater than our father Jacob, who gave us the 
well, and drank from it himself, and his sons, 
and his cattle?ò Jesus said to her, ñEveryone 
who drinks of this water will thirst again, but 
whoever drinks of the water that I shall give him 
will never thirst forever; the water that I shall 
give him will become in him a spring of water 
welling up to eternal life.ò The woman said to 
Him, ñSir, give me this water, that I may not 
thirst, nor come here to draw.ò Jesus said to 
her, ñGo, call your husband, and come here.ò 
The woman answered Him, ñI have no hus-
band.ò Jesus said to her, ñYou are right in say-
ing, óI have no husbandô; for you have had five 
husbands, and he whom you now have is not 
your husband; this you said truly.ò The woman 
said to Him, ñSir, I perceive that Thou art a 
prophet. Our fathers worshiped on this moun-
tain; and Thou sayest that in Jerusalem is the 
place where men ought to worship.ò Jesus said 
to her, ñWoman, believe Me, the hour is coming 
when neither on this mountain nor in Jerusa-
lem will you worship the Father. You worship 
what you do not know; we worship what we 
know, for salvation is from the Jews. But the 
hour is coming, and now is, when the true wor-
shipers will worship the Father in spirit and 
truth, for such the Father seeks to worship Him. 
God is spirit, and those who worship Him must 
worship in spirit and truth.ò The woman said to 
Him, ñI know that Messiah is coming [He Who 
is called Christ]; when He comes, He will tell us 
all things.ò Jesus said to her, ñI Who speak to 
you am He.ò Just then His Disciples came. They 
marveled that He was talking with a woman, 
but none said, ñWhat dost Thou wish?ò or, 
ñWhy art Thou talking with her?ò So the woman 
left her water jar, and went away into the city, 
and said to the people, ñCome, see a man Who 

told me all that I ever did. Can this be the 
Christ?ò They went out of the city and were 
coming to Him. Meanwhile the Disciples be-
sought Him, saying, ñRabbi, eat.ò But He said to 
them, ñI have food to eat of which you do not 
know.ò So the Disciples said to one another, 
ñHas anyone brought Him food?ò Jesus said to 
them, ñMy food is to do the will of Him Who 
sent Me, and to accomplish His work. Do you 
not say, óThere are yet four months, then comes 
the harvestô? I tell you, lift up your eyes, and see 
how the fields are already white for harvest. He 
who reaps receives wages, and gathers fruit for 
eternal life, so that sower and reaper may re-
joice together. For here the saying holds true, 
óOne sows and another reaps.ô I sent you to reap 
that May 30, 2021 Liturgy Variables 4 Fifth 
Sunday of Pascha for which you did not labor; 
others have labored, and you have entered into 
their labor.ò Many Samaritans from that city 
believed in Him because of the womanôs testi-
mony, ñHe said to me all that I ever did.ò So 
when the Samaritans came to Him, they asked 
Him to stay with them; and He stayed there two 
days. And many more believed because of His 
words. They said to the woman, ñIt is no longer 
because of your words that we believe, for we 
have heard for ourselves, and we know that this 
is indeed the Savior of the world.

The angel spake to her that is full of grace, say-
ing, O pure Virgin, rejoice; and I say also, Re-
joice; for thy Son is risen from the tomb on the 
third day. Rejoice and be glad, O gate of the di-
vine Light; for Jesus Who disappeared in the 
tomb hath risen with greater radiance than the 
sun, illuminating all believers, O Lady favored 
of God.
